St. Francis Solanus Feast Day:  
In the United States, July 16 is the feast day of St. 

Francis Solanus, the patron saint of one of Mary, 

Mother of Mercy Parish churches in Interlaken, 

NY. St. Francis Solanus was born March 10, 1549 

in Montilla, Spain and died on July 14, 1610 in Li-
ma, Peru, South America. He was a very successful 

Franciscan missionary and is called the “Apostle of 

the Tucuman”, that is today northwestern Argentina 

and Paraguay.
